New birds

DATCP discourages adding new
birds into backyard flocks at this
time due to HPAI.
Before adding new birds to a
control area, you must contact
DATCP about permitting
requirements.
Separate new birds from other
birds for at least 30 days.

Existing flocks

Implement enhanced biosecurity
practices on your premises. This
includes sanitation and restricting
movement of people, animals, and
equipment.
Discourage co‐mingling of waterfowl
and domestic birds and poultry; if
possible, move all birds indoors.
Restrict access to surface water and the
surrounding environment by poultry and
prevent wild birds access to poultry
feed, water, and other environments
strictly for poultry.
